School Safety

In order to keep your children safe in school please help us by doing the following:-

Please keep dogs of f the school premises (including the grass by Reception)

Do not use the staff car park or allow your children to walk through it.

Please park carefully outside school - if you put your car on the pavement then
children in prams or on bikes can't get past safely.

Ensure the school gate is closed after you.

Please do not sit on or climb over the nursery wall.

Please remember that children are not allowed to come back to school for 48 hours
after a bout of sickness or diarrhoea
